· Represents an investment of nearly $2 million, including $625,000 from the Pennsylvania State Tobacco Formula Grant
· Total award over five years of $15 million with an annual operating budget of $3 million
· The largest centralized breast and colorectal tumor tissue bank in the world, heralded by the National Cancer Institute as a “national treasure”

· A scientific resource available to the world supporting many studies performed by academic institutions and commercial companies
· Houses more than 65,000 tumor specimens from patients with breast and bowel cancer with clinical follow-up information

· Tissue samples spanning decades of cancer patients and dozens of unique studies

· State-of-the-art molecular pathology equipment 

· Approximately 6,000 square feet of laboratory space
· Developed the first and only multi-gene based prognostic test for breast cancer in routine clinical use
